(Adhere to 750 words or less, 
check for grammar and typographical errors). 

☐ e. One current written reference Letter from a current instructor/professor   
(Tip: reference letters are very important, ensure it is customized to you for this 
scholarship and that the individual is able to represent you with some details).
